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3. In which year did the United States peak in production? 
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4. UK oil and gas production peaked in 1999.  We increasingly rely on gas from Norway and the Russian Federation.  Why might this not be such a good idea?
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5. If you wanted to invade a country for its oil, who would you choose, Kuwait, Iran, Iraq or Syria, and why?
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6. Countries such as China and Venezuela are increasingly standing up to the United States … what do you think might make them feel able to do so?
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
